RE&H wvisually inspecisd the concrale ramp that provides accass to the center portion of the pier. Where the ramp attaches
to the pier the concrete slab is cracked and has dropped down. This type of failure is technically called a “shear falure.”

1t wais observed that whera the ramp attachss to the pier there was a void of soif beneath the ramp. The ongnal constru stion
drawings, however, showsd that the ramp was constructed on sail. ’

Tha ramp was otiginaly designed to 2¢f rore as a driveway. i was not designed to span any voids (a5 a bridge). The loss
of sail beneath the ramp coupled with the heavy loads (vehices) traveling across it has rasulted in the fzilure of the ran p at
its attachment to the pier,
It iz our opinion that the condition of the ramp constitutes a potontal hazard as it could fzil {drop suddenly} under the
application of loading such as heavy equipment driving asress it at any tme. We thersfore recommend that the ram> be
eonsldered an emargency type repalr,
The ramp should be removed, the void s-ea beneath back fillad and compacted with gravel and a new reinforced conerets
slab constructed in accordance with the attzched drewing., The reinforced concrate ramp shown s designed o spar the
entire longth of tha ramp in the event that any future voids occur.
Our astimate for this work including contingencies and enginearing is $120.000.30.
