APPROVAL OF MINUTES



MINUTES
FLORIDA PORTS COUNCIL
JUNE 10, 2005

AMELIA ISLAND, FLORIDA

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman at 9:00 a.m. on Friday, June 10, 2004. The
Secretary called the roll and announced the presence of a quorum. (Attendance list attached)

The minutes of the FPC meeting held on June 2,2004, and October 14,2004, were approved.

Mr. Rubin presented the legislative report for the 2005 Regular Legislative Session, to
include a discussion of the appropriations, growth management, small port dredging, and security
legislation. The report was accepted and approved.

Mr. Rubin also reported that Senator Wise would re-introduce the security training
legislation, and that the FSTED Program appropriations in Fiscal Year 2006/07 may be significantly
less than Fiscal Year 2005/06 depending on SIS funding for the Fiscal Year 2006/07 budget year.

Mr. McDonald affirmed that Mr. Stan Payne, Port Canaveral, would be recommended for
membership to the Florida Oceans and Coastal Council.

Mr. Rubin reported on the FUPAC implementation process. The members commented that
itappears that implementation of FUPAC was rather slow and not uniform in application. Mr. Rubin
reported that Admiral Carmichael (Ret. USCG) was being hired by HSMV to work with seaports,
HSMYV and TSA to “iron out” the installation process.

Mr. LaCapra reported that FDLE compliance would be difficult to obtain by all Florida
seaports because it was a bureaucratic improbability. He recommended that the FPC consider

retaining an individual, such as Admiral Carmichael, to audit the auditor (FDLE) so that a third party



creditable voice could be added to the discussion of section 311.12 compliance.

A general discussion ensued on the need for the U.S. Coast Guard to become final
determination for compliance issues. Mr. LaCapra recommended that the Area Maritime Security
Committee (a product of the MTSA) chaired by the USCG is an appropriate forum to deliberate
security operational inefficiencies promulgated by governmental agencies. A description of the
AMSC is attached to these minutes.

The Chair requested an update of the “green land” concepts embodied in the FUPAC
implementation and U.S. Customs regulations. Mr. LaCapra and Mr. Rubin provided information
on that subject.

Mr. LaCapra reported that Florida’s FTAA Committee had requested that the FPC adopt a
resolution on the DR-CAFTA trade agreement. After discussion, the Council agree that the proper
resolution entity should be the Trade and Transport Council, and Mr. LaCapra was instructed to
review the issue with the members of the TTC.

Mr. LaCapra reported on the importance of assisting our trading partners with ISPS security
“best practices” implementation. The Council accepted his report on the Haiti Maritime Security -
USAID funded program.

Mr. LaCapra discussed the issue of federal transportation funding and the need for a united
private sector voice to assist Florida’s ports to obtain funding at the federal level for the Florida SIS
program and seaport projects under that program. The Council discussed the current TEA-21 federal
legislation and the need for Florida advocacy on federal transportation funding issues. The Council
recommended that the Trade and Transport Council continue its advocacy role at the federal level.

Mr. LaCapra reported on the Council’s efforts to secure additional Chapter 311 funding for

Fiscal Year 2005/06 and beyond.



Mr. LaCapra presented a June 1, 2005, budget report for Fiscal Year 2004/05. The report

was accepted. Mr. LaCapra presented three (3) assessment issues as follows:

1.

Port of Tampa request for FPC support for the October 2005 AAPA meeting in
Tampa in the amount of $35,000

FPC recommendation that the expense cost of the Amelia Island meeting —
approximately $12,000 — be pro-rated to members as part of the Fiscal Year 2005/06
dues statement.

A request by the TTC for funding assistance for its federal advocacy role in the

amount of $15,000.

After discussion of the separate funding issues, the Council approved an assessment of

$30,000 to be added to the Fiscal Year 2005/06 dues statement on a pro-rated basis to each port,

based upon each port’s base dues. The Council also approved the FPC budget be amended to reflect

the three (3) issues as presented.

Mr. LaCapra provided a written report on the FPC office building, which was accepted. The

Council authorized Mr. LaCapra to proceed with mortgage refinancing on the property and enter into

contractual obligations on behalf of the Council to accomplish this task.

Council voted upon and approved the following actions for FPC staff:

1.

Inquire whether the Senate Domestic Security Committee will hold a hearing on
security operational costs in the August/September time-frame, and/or proved an
acceptable alternative.

Provide for a “port director retreat” at a time compatible with the security meeting.
Work with the port directors to develop a work program consistent with the missions

of the FPC.



4, Provide a continuing FPC budget until October 1, 2005, and during the interim,

engage the FPC Executive Committee in an appropriate budget planning process.

5. Approved the Mandatory Distribution Amendment [Code Section 401(a)(31)(B)]for

the Florida Seaports Council, Inc., 401(k) Savings and Profit Sharing Plan Resolution
and authorized the execution of appropriate and necessary documents.

After discussion with Carlos Valdes, President, TTC, the Council agreed to work to introduce
private sector members to the TTC. The Council requested that the TTC work with the FPC on
specific issues from time to time which require private sector involvement on seaport community
legislative affairs.

The Council adjourned at 12:00 p.m.
