A meeting of the Florida Seaport Transportation and Economic Development Council Project
Review Group (PRG) was called to order by Chairperson, Lori Baer, at 10:15 a.m.  The roll was
called and the following people were in attendance:

Others attended via telephone but due to technical difficulties, were not able to remain on the line.
A quorum was present.

Tab 3, Summary of FSTED Program Project Review Group May 24, 2005, Meeting, was
approved.

Tab 4, Status Report on FSTED Program Chapter 311 Funds, was presented by Nancy Leikauf.
She thanked Catherine Kelly for all her work and stated that we would continue the effort to keep
the chart current and accurate. 

Tab 5, Report from Trustee on 320.20(4) Intermodal Bond Program, was given.  It was noted
that transfers from Port Everglades to Port of Fernandina and Port Canaveral of $72,000 and
$173,512 respectively, were not yet reflected on the report.  The PRG approved the report
considering those revisions.

Tab 6, Agency Reports on Consistency Reviews of FY 06/07 and Non-Cycle FY 06/07 FSTED
Program Project Applications, were given.  Letters documenting agency findings that all FY 06/07
projects and a FY 06/07 non-cycle project were consistent with agency requirements, were in the
meeting materials.  Agency representatives affirmed those findings.  The PRG voted to approve
the list of projects. 

Tab 7, Agency Reports, was taken up.  Diane Quigley reported that they would continue to work
with the Department of Transportation to define and support the growth management legislation.
Debra Corkhill, filling in for Richard McAdams, had nothing to report.
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Bob Romig gave the Department of Transportation’s agency report starting with an overview of the
Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) and the Growth Management legislation.  He offered some
insights into seaports’ essential growth management role, explaining the dynamic role seaports
have played in FDOT’s programs throughout the years, supporting Florida’s growth with systematic
plans from on-port development to landside access and then the SIS.  They are now cycling back
to on-port development to serve the new growth horizon.   He said the fundamentals of commerce
include ever-changing maritime requirements and technology, market growth, new demand and
heightened global competition.  The supporting frame of reference we have developed together
through the years includes annual seaport mission plans, preparing for Cuba’s reopening to trade
with the U.S., Blueprint 2000, the Competitive Issues Study, the CAFTA Analysis, the Atlantic
Commerce Corridor document and the Global Trends Study.  

Mr. Romig said that Florida’s forecasted 80 percent growth by 2030 means 12 million more people
to provide with imported consumer goods, construction materials and other necessities of life.  He
said new and emerging trade agreements are allowing Florida to work with its neighbors and other
trading partners to enhance region-wide economic development, jobs and security measures for
our mutual benefit.  All these things bring into question the future needs and funding capacity of
Florida’s seaports. 

Tab 8, Discussion of the Process for Submitting the Seaport Component for FDOT’s Five-
Year Work Program, was held.  The PRG members were referred to a time table in their meeting
materials, prepared by the FDOT.  The accelerated schedule for FY05/06-10/11 SIS projects was
also discussed, with FDOT districts expected to report on the status of their project selections by
September 15.

Tab 9, Discussion of Update from Consultant on Seaport Five-Year Capital Improvement
Needs, was conducted by Joan Sanchez.  She said she had been working with the ports to update
the Five Year CIP report with any recent changes.  This is a work in progress with will be completed
prior to the October 2005 FSTED Council meeting.  David [McDonald?] asked if there would be any
chance of advancing 311 funds.  Mr. LaCapra indicated there would, stating that the State Revenue
Estimating Conference would be meeting soon and additional funds may be identified. 

The FY 06/07 funding allocations and a letter from the FDOT denying an FSTED Council request
for increased Chapter 311 funding were reviewed. 

Tab 10, Discussion of FDOT Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) Plan Funding, took place. A
list of SIS projects was prioritized and submitted to the FDOT for consideration after the June 2005,
FSTED Council meeting in Amelia Island.  Joan Sanchez reported that the FY05/06 - FY09/10
project list for funding is being updated and it is proposed that the new fifth year of the SIS program
contain those prioritized project not funded in the current SIS Five-Year Work Program plus any
additional projects. 

Tab 11, Discussion of Growth Management Program Funding, was held.  The criteria and time
frame were discussed.  A list of projects submitted in May of 2005 for SIS Programming with
additional projects submitted in August of 2005 is being used by the districts to identify new growth
management projects. 
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Tab 12, Discussion of FSTED Program Financing Plan Development Process, took place.  Mr.
LaCapra indicated that a financial model to account for growing capital needs was necessary.  He
said we must fight at the federal level for Florida’s fair share funding.  He said that Everglades,
Canaveral, Miami, Tampa and even the Port of Port St Joe would have tremendous needs over the
next few years.  He said a bond deal would be important in the future to build the necessary port
infrastructure.  He said we need to also focus on the connectors that are eligible for SIS funding.
The FDOT Secretary needs to make a business case to the Governor regarding the true needs of
seaports as the economic engines of Florida. He said that John White with First Southwest
Company will attempt to standardize the figures for presentation to the Governor and his Office of
Planning and Budgeting, and will be working with the ports to do so.  He will also take into account
the security measures the ports have had to provide, thus diverting commerce funds to pay for
security. 

Lorenzo Alexander reported that the ports have two weeks to review with their districts, the
connectors and other projects.  The connectors will be funded at 100% but other priorities are
competing for funding.  He said the districts are prioritizing the regional growth management
projects and ports need to participate.  He said, for SIS projects, work with the districts; for growth
management, work with the MPOs and districts; and for TRIP funding, work with a regional entity.

The PRG approved a blanket motion allowing the administrators to work with the consultatn
to prepare the information needed by the FDOT to meet their time frames.

John White provided meeting materials to the PRG from which he presented a draft interim
summary of the funding capacity of Florida seaports to meet the five-year capital Plan (2007-2011).
Also provided were materials for on the federal TIFIA program and other federal and state
programs. 

The meeting was adjourned at 12:30 p.m.
